Summary:   

 
Kern Medical Surgery Center Opera�ons  

Key Performance Indicators: 
 
• July resulted in an opera�ng gain of $10,220; $57,005 favorable to plan  
• July volume of 247 surgeries is over the July budget of 242 
• August resulted in an opera�ng loss of $180,186; $112,961 unfavorable to plan 
• Total surgeries were 228 for August; 14 cases below the August budget of 242 
 

The following items have budget variances for the months of July and August 2025:    
 
Pa�ent Revenue: 
For July, gross pa�ent revenue was 10.7% unfavorable to budget for the month with the budget 
at $1,812,313 and the actual gross pa�ent revenue at $1,617,632. July net revenue of $478,550 
is $47,021 less than the July budgeted net revenue of $525,571. 

 
For August, gross pa�ent revenue had a 12.6% unfavorable budget variance with actual gross of 
$1,583,829 compared to the budget of $1,812,313. August net revenue of $401,777 is $123,794 
less than the August budget of $525,571. 
 
On a fiscal year-to-date basis, gross pa�ent revenue of $3,201,461 is 11.6% less than the budget 
of $3,624,626. 
 
 



Supplies Expense: July supplies of $125,501 were under the budgeted amount of $211,608.  
August supplies of $157,466 were $54,142 less than the budget of $211,608.  

 
Salary and Benefit Expense:  
Salary expenses for July were $172,101. This was $27,927 less than the budgeted amount of 
$200,028. August salary expenses were $261,309, which was $61,281 over the budget of 
$200,028 due to having three pay periods during the month.  
 
Benefit expenses for July were $26,389, which was $23,618 below the budget of $50,007. The 
benefit expenses for August were $38,887, which was $11,120 below the budget of $50,007. 
 
Purchased Services: 
July purchased services in the amount of $116,022 were over budget by $9,353 due to license 
renewal and the Baker Tilly audit. August purchased services of $95,985 were under budget by 
$10,684.   
 
Ini�a�ves for Marke�ng and Growth: 
The Director of Nursing is ac�vely working with Dr. Nalesnik to direct more outpa�ent cases to 
the surgery center. We are in the final phases of implemen�ng the total joint program, and are 
welcoming Dr. Walia, an ophthalmologist, on October 14, 2025.
